 Unless you change and become like children…, says Jesus. 
 When I became an adult, I put an end to childish ways, says Paul. 

Jesus and Paul are making different points, of course. Still, give a 
child a little attention and a little freedom to think and he or she may 
throw off pearls of wisdom like a sunset throws off colors. 
 A second-grade girl sat in the back seat of the car surrounded by her 
mom, her grandmother, and an aunt. It was a bright autumn afternoon. 
With reds, yellows, and browns streaming outside her window, she sighed 
and said, “You know, I just want to get more things about God into my 
head.” 
 Through some gentle prodding, the adults learned that by “things” 
the girl meant stories. 
 “That’s great!” said the grandmother, feeding the fire. “And you 
know what else is neat? When you read a Bible story one time, say when 
you’re young, or happy, or upset, it means one thing to you. And when you 
read it again later, it means something completely different to you. That’s 
how God’s Word is still so alive after so many years for me.” 
 “That’s right,” said the girl’s mother. “Maybe that’s part of why there 
are so many different denominations and so many different ways people 
worship and talk about God. We all read the same stories, but with 
different thoughts, problems, and needs when we read them.” 
 “Hmm,” said the girl. “And then when we die we find out the real 
truth.” 

Falling off a child’s tongue The Real Truth has a lightness to it. But 
what a seductive mire it can be for adults who believe they/we own it. 
 For now, one of our basic touchstones of truth is story, those 
wonder-full creations of images and actions, characters and relationships 
fashioned and shared to communicate some beautiful, if limited, glimpse of 
“real truth.” And while stories do get into our heads, even more do they get 
into our hearts, working their magic even when we aren’t thinking about 
them. 
 Our spiritual tradition holds that God (a “Person”), having chosen to 
be revealed through a people (Israel) and a son (Jesus of Nazareth), is best 
mediated through story rather than pronouncements and proverbs. So, 
when we think we know the stories of God well enough, and have “the real 
truth” stuffed safely and absolutely in our heads, may the story of one girl’s 
spiritual curiosity renew our own eagerness to listen, to grow, and to be 
storied ever deeper into God. 
 Paul makes a good point. Jesus tells a better story.

Health and Wellness for July 
 

July is UV Safety Month. 
Here are the guidelines suggested by the 

American Academy of Ophthalmology 

1. Make it 100 percent.  The single most important thing to look for when buying sunglasses to 
protect your eyes is a sticker or tag indicating that they block 100 percent of UV rays.  
However, fewer than half of people buying sunglasses bother to check whether the lenses 
protect the eyes from ultraviolet light. 

2. Bigger is better.  The more coverage from sunglasses, the less sun damage inflicted on the eyes. 
Consider buying oversized glasses or wraparound-style glasses, which help cut down on UV 
entering the eye from the side. 

3. Darker lenses don't protect better. While very dark lenses may look cool, they do not 
necessarily block more UV rays. 

4. Color doesn't matter.     Some sunglasses come with amber, green or gray lenses. They do not 
block more sun but can increase contrast, which may be useful for athletes who play sports 
such as baseball or golf. 

 

5. Polarized lenses cut glare, not UV. Polarization reduces glare     coming off reflective surfaces 
like water or pavement. This does not offer more protection from the sun, but can make 
activities like driving or being on the water safer or more enjoyable. 

6. Cost shouldn't be a factor. Sunglasses don't have to cost a lot   of money to work well. Less 
expensive pairs marked as 100 percent UV-blocking can be just as effective as pricier options.
