Now hope that
is seen is not hope. For who hopes for what is seen? But if we hope
for what we do not see, we wait for it with patience.” (Romans 8:18,
22-25)

may you live as a sign of hope.

Did you know that the American Heart Association has recommended Hands Only
CPR since 2008? Do you know how easy it is to use an Automatic External
Defibrillator? Did you know that Jonesborough Presbyterian has an AED?

On Saturday, January 30th, the Wellness Committee will provide AED/CPR
training.

A box lunch will be provided. Lula Gray and Marie Cope from MSHA will be our
instructors.

Cardiac arrests are more common than you think, and they can happen to anyone
at any time.

. Nearly 326,000 out-of-hospital sudden cardiac arrests occur annually, and 88
percent of cardiac arrests occur at home.

. Many victims appear healthy with no known heart disease or other risk
factors.

. Sudden cardiac arrest is not the same as a heart attack.

o Sudden cardiac arrest occurs when electrical impulses in the heart become
rapid or chaotic, which causes the heart to suddenly stop beating.

o A heart attack occurs when the blood supply to part of the heart muscle is

blocked. A heart attack may cause cardiac arrest.

The life you save with CPR is mostly likely to be a loved one.

J Four out of five cardiac arrests happen at home.

. Statistically speaking, if called on to administer CPR in an emergency, the
life you save is likely to be someone at home: a child, a spouse, a parent or a
friend.

. Effective bystander CPR provided immediately after sudden cardiac arrest
can double or triple a victim’s chance of survival, but only 32 percent of cardiac
arrest victims get CPR from a bystander.

J Hands-Only CPR (CPR with just chest compressions) has been proven to be as
effective as CPR with breaths in treating adult cardiac arrest victims.
