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Dear Friends,

Many Januaries ago, our son, Ben, had some Christmas money burning
in his pocket. The object of his desire waited on him at Wal-Mart. For me,
going to Wal-Mart is like opting for elective surgery. But it was Ben’s money.
So off to “Wally World” we went.

Upon arrival, I felt mild encouragement. From our parking space, |
could see parts of the actual store itself. As we approached the leviathan, its
great glass maw opened and breathed a cloud of warm, processed air on us.
We entered and became part of the crowd. Some folks scrambled like
squirrels. Others oozed. After a hundred yards of ninety-degree turns, we
found Ben’s latest holy grail locked inside a plexi-glass case.

As we moved about the aisle studying the various choices, I happened
to step in front of another customer, a young man.

“Excuse me,” | said. “I didn’t mean to get in your way.”

The man snorted and said, “You ain’t in my way, buddy. He [cK], this is
WAL-MART!”

Indeed it was.

As Jonesborough Presbyterian enters another season of stewardship
and commitment making, we do so in an increasingly crowded and
complicated world. The immediacy of so many terrifying realities has the
ability to disfigure our hope for the future and our sense that anything truly
matters. We can become consumers consumed with consuming, mindless
drones who exist simply to empty shelves for the sake of the greater economic
life around us.

Getting, Owning, and Controlling are central tenets of the theological
doctrine of Scarcity. The god of Scarcity constantly woos us with fear,
entitlement, and the emptiness of relentless need.

“There is need of only one thing,” says Jesus to a harried Martha. Be
grateful. And in generosity, receive the blessings of enough, and thus of
wholeness.

When a congregation plans for a new fiscal year, the best starting point
is a place of gratitude and fullness. We give not to meet needs, but to realize
potential.

“That’s just semantics,” some will say. [ hear you. Yes, there are glaring,
desperate needs around us and within us all the time. I just think it makes a
difference to approach all that needfulness from a place of mindfulness, a
place where we first acknowledge God'’s offering of abundance in the world
rather than Scarcity’s fear of deprivation.

Like all new years, 2016 will present us with new challenges and needs.
May all of us commit ourselves to the coming year with a deep and compelling
sense of abundance, gratitude, and hope.
